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DESIGN ARCHITECT
Start the project from  Schematic 
Design Phase through Design 
Development (define the overall 
look of the project)

TECHNICAL ARCHITECT
After Design Developmnet, 
will take it through 
Construction Documents 
and Construction 
Administration. (draw how 
the building is put 
together) 

BIM MANAGER
On larger projects there is a 
BIM Manager that is in charge 
of the model and the updates. 
There is little design 
associated with this role and 
is more of a consultant 
management and technical 
position.

SPECIFICATIONS
 (SPEC) WRITER
Create a written document that 
describes to builders the 
different types of materials 
and how they are used on a 
project. The spec writer's job is 
to make sure that the many 
components of a building fit 
and work together.

PROJECT MANAGER
responsible for carrying out 
day-to-day duties and 
responsibilities.  Is in charge 
of planning, organizing, and 
staffing the project. 

INTERIOR DESIGNER
Design or enhance the interior of a 
building to achieve a healthier and 
more aesthetically pleasing 
environment for the people

WORK PLACE 
CONSULTANT
Is common with large projects 
and can be a career specialization 
option for some architects. WP 
consultants help clients align 
their physical space and 
organizational requirements to 
support their business goals.

SUSTAINABILITY 
 CONSULTANT
The goal of sustainable design is to 
reduce the impact buildings have on 
the environment and natural 
resources.

URBAN 
DESIGNER/PLANNER
Is defined as the arrangement, 
appearance and function of our 
suburbs, towns and cities. It is 
both a process and an outcome of 
creating localities in which people 
live, engage with each other, and 
engage with the physical place 
around them.

SOLE PROPRIETOR
This is a one man band 
architecture office. He 
or she may have an 
assistant and a few 
consultants but 
generally carries all of 
the work alone. This is 
quite common in small 
scale residential 
projects as the 
workload is 
manageable for one 
person.

LANDSCAPE ARCHITECT
Designing outdoor landscapes, 
including infrastructure, public areas, 
agriculture and forestry is vital for 
constructing the webs that bind our 
urban and rural spaces, but also, and 
perhaps more importantly, it’s 
essential for responding to 
globalization and climate change. 

RESTORATION  ARCHITECT
Conservation and restoration of 
buildings  to preserve the heritage 
and history of our society. 

LIGHTTING  ARCHITECT
Delving into the architecture of 
lighting entails improving the 
quality of our experiences, our 
health and well-being, and the 
sustainability of not only the 
natural environment, but also 
smaller spaces such as our work 
environments.

POLITICAL  ARCHITECT
Architecture is more than just 
creating beautiful objects; the 
discipline has a value in organizing 
society. Architecture firm Terroir, 
for example, has worked with the 
Burnie City Council as well as with 
the Parramatta City Council in 
Australia, to argue for a certain 
structure for the city, to predict 
what may happen, and to design a 
set of criteria for the evolution of 
the city. It is a case of architecture 
influencing politics, instead of the 
other way around.

EXTREME  ARCHITECT
With the current development of 
climate change, extreme weather 
conditions such as floods, heat waves 
and hurricanes are predicted to 
increase. Existing extreme 
environments, such as deserts, are 
likely to expand due to phenomena 
such as desertification. 

REAL-ESTATE DEVELOPER
An increasing number of 
architects are interested in 
developing their projects from 
drawing board to building site, 
and shepherding the entire 
construction project themselves. 

3D VISUALIZATION ARTIST
The near-limitless boundaries 
that come with designing a 
virtual world may be one of the 
most fun things a newly 
graduated architect could think 
of doing with their education. 

GRAPHIC DESIGNER
Graphic design is the way in 
which we take in our world and 
identify it. It is invaluable when it 
comes to communication. It can 
also be so aesthetically pleasing 
that one can hardly resist 
becoming a graphic designer.

DIGITAL 
CONSTRUCTION 
 RESEARCH
Digital technology has broken 
into the timber construction 
scene at ETH Zurich, where a 
research team is using 
programmed robots to 
construct load-bearing timber 
modules. 3D Print 
Technologies, Robotics, 
automation.

NEW MATERIALS
 RESEARCH
Experimental, theoretical and 
simulation research on the 
processing, structure and 
properties of materials. 

 BRAND DESIGNER
Brand design involves creating a 
distinct identity for a product or 
service. This can, in some cases, 
encompass the entire image of 
a company or organisation. They 
produce designs for: visual 
identity, including logos. 
corporate identity (business 
image) 

PRODUCT DESIGNER
Those who recognize the 
importance of streamlining their 
work have discovered that 
productizing design services can 
make the strongest impact on the 
success of their businesses. This 
process can take architects along 
different avenues, one of them 
being the creation of material 
products. (Industrial Designer, 
Furniture Designer, Textile 
Designer, Fashion Designer)

VIDEO GAME DESIGNER 
 Constructing the architecture of a 
video game is a way of letting your 
imagination roam free, but could also 
add more depth to your spatial 
reasoning. 

MARKETING
Marketing is the business 
process of creating 
relationships with and 
satisfying customers. With its 
focus on the customer, 
marketing is one of the 
premier components of 
business management.

PR & COMMUNICATIONS 
As designers, architects have 
to communicate their ideas to 
professors at school, and later 
investors, clients, city officials 
and contractors. This can 
become a great basis for a 
career in public relations and 
communications in 
architecture.

WEB DESIGNER - UX
Design of digital experiencies 
for users. (Webs, apps, 
interfaces, experiences)

PRODUCTION 
DESIGNER
Although a set or a stage are far 
smaller platforms than a virtual 
planet, designing theater and film 
sets allows for just as much creative 
flow. It lifts the pressure of traditional 
spatial design and expression, 
allowing for experiences that may be 
more evocative, sensuous, and 
story-driven, while still utilizing all the 
knowledge and skills one gains from 
an education in architecture: time 
pressures, conceptual environments 
and collaborative creativity.

BUSINESS 
TRANSFORMATION  
PRACTITIONER
 Identify the needs and ideas of 
businesses and city leaders and 
translate them into strategies 
that can be acted upon by 
enterprise architects and 
developers. In other words, they 
help to encourage and facilitate 
transformation by aligning 
business priorities with 
technology strategies.

SMART CITY
CONSULTANT 
City planners  put newer 
technologies intro play in an 
attempr to make way for a 
smarter and more sustainable 
lifestyle.

REAL-ESTATE 
DIGITAL SERVICES 
Use of digital technologies and 
innovation to convey a new 
experience in the services and 
sale of real estate. (Virtual 
Reality, Augmented Reality, 3D 
print, Robotics, Drones, Digital 
Marketing)

ALLIANCE DIRECTOR
Cities require someone to 
develop and nurture the 
private-public educational 
partnerships needed to drive 
smart city strategies. These 
professionals must apply for 
the grants that make 
transformation possible. 

BUSINESS ADMINITRATOR
Administration of a business. It 
includes all aspects of 
overseeing and supervising 
business operations, as well as 
related fields which include 
accounting, finance, project 
management and marketing.

DESIGN THINKING
Design thinking refers to the 
cognitive, strategic and practical 
processes by which design 
concepts (proposals for new 
products, buildings, machines, 
etc.) are developed by designers 
and/or design teams.

URBAN DATA 
ANALYTICS
Work with companies, cities 
and governments to 
understand the dynamics of the 
city and real estate.

GIS PRACTITIONER
Use GIS software to visually 
interpret geographic and 
demographic information for 
planning purposes. 

INTERPLANETARY
ARCHITECT
Design habitable structures 
in other planets like Mars. 
Using 3D print technologies 
with indigenous materials. 

TECH ENTREPRENEUR
Another type of products 
architects can develop 
are digital products,  as 
software, apps, 
consultancy  etc.. that 
can potentially 
revolutionize the  
industry. 

DATA MONETIZATION 
PRACTITIONER
Help cities and governments to 
turns data assets into cash, to 
finance city operations. 

ARTIST
The harmonious and imperative the 
relationship between space and art is 
undeniable. The spatial reasoning and 
visualization skills one gains from an 
education in architecture lends 
themselves perfectly to installation 
art, sculpture and spatial experiences, 
without the necessity for functionality.

PHOTOGRAPHER
Architecture photography is becoming 
increasingly popular, possibly due to 
the beautiful geometry that can 
emerge by constraining something 
within a lens. Photography concerns 
itself more with the aesthetic, with the 
object and the composition in that 
unique moment, within that specific 
frame. It concerns itself with the 
fleeting atmosphere, more than with 
the permanent organization of people 
and spaces. Yet it still consists of 
composition, colour, environment and 
experiences.

CONSERVATIONIST
Conservation of the environment is 
becoming a focal point within 
architecture. Despite many efforts, 
our planet is still heading down a path 
leading to disaster when it comes to 
our natural surroundings. Using your 
knowledge of spatial organization to 
develop a method of environmental 
conservation is not only intellectually 
stimulating, but also vitally important 
for our society.

STREET INTALLATIONS ARTIST /
EPHEMERAL ARCHITECTURE
Creative way, alternatives to improve 
the quality of life of the cities, 
investigating the “third places”. 
Intermediate places between home 
and work space; something private in 
the public space

PARAMETRIC DESIGN 
PRACTITIONER
Parametric design is a process 
based on algorithmic thinking 
that enables the expression of 
parameters and rules that, 
together, define, encode and 
clarify the relationship between 
design intent and design 
response.
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
